End Term/Impact
evaluation must come out with correctrive and remedial measures. The main
objeotives of the scheme are as under _

(i) To incentivize the States so as to increase public investment in
Agriculture and allied sectors.

(iLi) To provide flexibility and autonomy to states in the process of planning
and executing Agriculture and Ailied sector Schemes.

(iii) To ensure the preparation of Agriculture plans for the Districts and the
States based on agro-climatic conditions, availability of technology and
natural resources.

In
Infrastructure and assets category, the sample should also include
appropriate mix of projects continued from previous year in the year of
study, projects substantially compreted or compreted during the year of
study' In completed projects, it may be seen whether benefits have
actually started fnowing to intended beneficiaries.

d) Sample size should be at least 20o/o of districts in the State but not less

than 5 districts in any State or alll the districts if a state has less than 5

districts.

e) Unit of study should normally be beneficiary household / producer /
farmer within a taluk6, or cluster of villages (for production oriented
projects).
